Lochkov tunnels
Prague Ring Road

The Prague ring road, which was opened on 20 September 
2010, is one of the most important transport structures in the 
Czech Republic. The southern and south-western parts of the 
ring connect the D1 motorway to Brno with the D5 motorway 
to Plzeň and then Germany. For the first time, transit traffic 
will cross the Czech Republic entirely along motorway-
type roads without needing to pass through villages. The 
Lochkov tunnels are part of the south-western part of the 
ring road with a total length of around 1.7 km, on which 
ARCADIS Geotechnika collaborated between 2006 and 2010.

The tunnel is made up of two separate one-way tubes, 
in the right (ascending) tube there are three lanes, while 
in the left (descending) there are two lanes. The length 
of the driven part of the tunnel is approximately 1.3 km, 
while the rest are cut-and-cover tunnels. The excavation 
area of the two-lane tunnel is around 103 m2, and the 
area of the three-lane tunnel up to 137 m2. The tunnel 
tubes are linked via seven tunnel connections at around 
200 metres for safety and technological reasons.

Construction of the driven part of the tunnel began in 
advance with the exploratory gallery in 2004, in which  
a detailed engineering geology survey and geotechnical 
monitoring were carried out with the participation of 
ARCADIS Geotechnika. When actually driving the 
Lochkov tunnels, ARCADIS Geotechnika acted as the 
head of the association of geotechnical monitoring. It 
carried out continuous engineering geology monitoring 
of the tunnel and passage driving, headed the office 
of geomonitoring and ensured a whole range of 
measurements on the surface and underground.

Careful monitoring of the tunnel and surface 
structures and systematic verification of the validity 
of design expectations resulted in maximum safety 
for the owners of adjacent buildings, their residents 
and workers in the construction of the tunnel.

Elbe Waterway

The Elbe Waterway is part of the 4th trans-European 
multimodal transport corridor and it is the only 
waterway in the Czech Republic which is also used 
for international shipping. For the planned increase 
in sustainable and cheap water transport, it is 
necessary to permanently improve the navigational 
conditions of the River Elbe. ARCADIS Geotechnika 
has been working on projects related to the 
construction, reconstruction and modernization 
of the Elbe Waterway for a long time. Among the 
important contracts recently undertaken for our 
major client, the Directorate of Waterways, is work 
on the Brandýs nad Labem and Velký Osek locks.

The poor technical state of the Brandýs nad Labem lock 
(finished in 1936), means it is completely unsuitable 
in the long term; options are being considered for 
the construction of a new lock in the close vicinity 
as well as reconstruction of the current one to secure 
the Elbe Waterway. ARCADIS Geotechnika gradually 
implemented engineering geology surveying work 
here for the project of the second lock (2006-2007) and 
engineering geology and engineering surveying work 
to prepare for reconstruction of the current lock (2009).

ARCADIS Geotechnika implemented extensive 
engineering surveying for the Velký Osek lock 
in 2009. The survey also included detailed 
geophysical measurements including a geo-radar 
survey of the bottom and walls of the lock. The 
purpose of the surveying work was to document 
the state of the locks statically and technically, 
and provide documentation for the client for 
proposed technical solutions to modernize both 
locks and for drawing up project documentation.

Remediation of hazardous 
waste landfill

Chabařovice

The chemical waste landfill by Chabařovice is one 
of the most dangerous toxic and industrial waste 
landfills in the Czech Republic. Among other things, 
about 40,000 barrels of hexachlorobenzene have been 
stored here. The landfill was first used in 1908 and 
was used until 1993, when its area reached 41 ha. 
In the poorly secured body of the landfill, chemical 
reactions occurred and contaminated water leaked 
into the drainage basin of the River Bílina, getting 
as far as the Elbe. It was therefore decided that 
complete, technically very demanding and costly 
decontamination of the landfill should be carried out.

ARCADIS Geotechnika specialists participated 
in the remediation work back in 2002, when there 
was an extensive landslide on the northern slopes 
of the landfill and the company implemented 
a monitoring system there. In the next stage, additional 
engineering geological surveying was performed 
and the cause of the landslide identified. This 
information, together with the design, supervision 
and evaluation of the major large scale test, repeated 
monitoring of the front and part of the surface of 
the landfill using laser scanning, surveying for the 
cut-off wall, was the basis for the design and stability 
assessment of the landslide remediation solution.

After analyzing the geotechnical risks for different 
versions of completing the remediation of the landfill, 
based on ARCADIS Geotechnika’s recommendations, 
the optimum version was selected and implemented 
under their professional supervision. There was 
a major decrease in the landslide speed and it is 
expected that the landslide will be stabilized in several 
years. Currently, the remediation is complete, the 
surface reclaimed and the landfill is completely safe.

At the end of March to beginning of April 2006, an extensive 
landslide of slope sediments buried the eastern portal of the 
Hřebeč tunnel and part of the surrounding three-lane 1/35 road, 
which is an important link for the Pardubice and Olomouc 
regions. The length of the landslide’s horizontal plane was 
52 metres, its width 45 metres, and the volume of the shifted 
materials over 13,000 m3. The landslide was accompanied by a 
rock fall; the separation was up to 15 metres high. In terms of the 
cubic content of shifted earth and collapsed rock blocks, it was 
the biggest landslide in road construction in the Czech Republic.

Immediately after the landslide, ARCADIS Geotechnika staff 
began building a geodetic monitoring system, compiled a 
project for preliminary measures and the entire landslide 
material was measured using a Leica HDS 3000 laser scanner 
to create a precise 3D model. This was followed by geological 
mapping, geotechnical surveying, field and laboratory tests, 
and assessment of various remediation alternatives. The 
project documentation was drawn up by the subsidiary 
SG-Geoprojekt based on stability calculations performed 
and assessed by ARCADIS Geotechnika specialists.

The landslide remediation was implemented using a 
combination of drainage ribs, reinforced soil loading bench, 
light backfill from ceramic gravel, installation of nets and 
anchoring of the rock outcrop. Remediation is technically 
demanding work, in which largely unique modern technologies 
were used and which was performed in difficult geological 
and structural conditions. Some remediation procedures 
were implemented for the first time ever in the Czech 
Republic. During the remediation, ARCADIS Geotechnika 
provided professional supervision over the contractor 
SKANSKA DS and gradually implemented a comprehensive 
monitoring system. With this, the long-term functionality and 
permanent safety of the structure in a problematic location 
will be monitored. The landslide remediation by the Hřebeč 
tunnel received an honourable mention in the 4th year of 
the Transport Structure of the Year 2006 competition.

Increasing the capacity of 
mine water treatment plant

The investor for this major contract for ARCADIS 
Bohemiaplan s.r.o. was Severočeské doly a.s., the 
largest brown coal mining company in the Czech 
Republic.

That is why, when the client needed to implement 
the complete modernization and supplementation 
of the technology for the current mine water 
treatment plant at Nástup mine, it turned again 
with confidence to ARCADIS Bohemiaplan. The 
goal of this modernization was to increase the 
capacity of the current treatment plant to a flow 
of 80 l/s and, at the same time, increase the quality 
of the cleaned water from the perspective of its 
manganese content, in all operating conditions.

ARCADIS Bohemiaplan compiled all stages of the 
project documentation, ensured the entire technology 
would be delivered, commissioning, and handover of 
the structure, as a turn-key project. In accordance with 
the design by the ARCADIS Bohemiaplan designers, 
an additional filtration level was added to the mine 
water treatment plant – pressure filters to remove 
the manganese and a filter press to remove sludge. 
They also increased the capacity of the sedimentation 
tanks in the corresponding way and added a dual-
chamber flocculation tank upstream of them.

The investor also requested that minimal hygienic 
flow in the recipient (the Hutná stream) be ensured 
while the mine water treatment plant was shut down. 
It was therefore proposed that the cleaned mine 
water should accumulate in the new dual-chamber 
accumulation tank, which included a drainage 
element, allowing managed drainage of this tank.

The design work and subsequent construction of 
the mine water treatment plan took place from 2003 
to 2005. The treatment plant works faultlessly and 
there have been no complaints; it contributes to 
the improved environmental quality in the area.

Slovak Republic

Expansion of the motorway network is an integral 
part of developing new trade and investment 
activities in the country. The D1 motorway is the 
main and also the longest Slovak motorway, which, 
upon completion, will measure 517 km in the section 
Bratislava – Košice – Slovakia/Ukraine border.

GEOFOS was involved in the preparation and 
construction of this motorway from the preparatory

During the preparatory work for the PPP projects 
(2009–2010), additional engineering geology and 
geotechnical surveys were implemented with 
the establishment of monitoring networks in the 
area of landslides and Čebrať tunnel portals.
